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LC 4003 Advanced Integrated English Language Skills Development
LﬁamLLazﬁﬂﬂismLﬁuﬂ’]iuﬁmwmiﬁnwﬁu’a 4 vinwy A N13T9 NITHA N1581U UaYNISITY
dnasuliin@nuldianinuenmdinguiensiiavenitudungudes madsuagifiodu
UseLAudAny msL?UEJui’]EmuLLazmﬁ%’EJImsJﬁUﬁmHaﬁﬁ]mauwuwmumjmmummL‘Vimza:u
Course contents and teaching activities focus on the integrated skills of listening,
speaking, reading and writing with a particular emphasis on academic writing. Students will also
work in small groups, practicing paper presentation techniques, precis writing, and research

writing.
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LC 4012 Remedial Integrated English Language Skills Development
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This course is intended to provide additional practices in the four skills— listening,
speaking, reading and writing strategies covered in LC 4002 and LC 4003 Students receive

individualized attention to enhance their communication skills in English.
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LC 6000 Advanced Reading and Writing in English for Graduate Studies
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Review of essential reading and writing strategies required to read and write academic
English.  Course contents include work on sentence structures, vocabulary and recognition of
major thought relationships in paragraphs, as well as practice in reading and writing academic

English
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LC 6001Remedial Advanced Reading and Writing in English for Graduate Studies
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For students who failed to acquire essential skills in LC 6000, additional practice in the
reading and writing skills and strategies will be provided. Students receive individualized

attention to enhance their reading and writing skills for academic purposes.
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LD 4000 Foreign Language Preparation for Legal Research
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The goal of this preparatory course is to examine English in legal literature and legal
writing in order to improve students' comprehensive reading skills. The course covers sentence
structure, legal vocabulary, and different types of legal writing, as well as a technique for

capturing the main idea in legal literature and applying it to a doctoral dissertation
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LD 4001 Preparatory Course for Studying Advanced Law and Development
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The preparatory course will investigate the theory and concept of law and development,
the role of law in social development, the interaction between law and society, economics and
politics, and the analysis of law as a tool for national development. The topic focuses on legal
issues and developments in law and politics ( political institutions), public administration,
economics, and society in the context of globalization's social dynamic, particularly law and
technology, legal reform concepts, and the interdisciplinary study of law through the integration
of economics, social science, public administration, and technology into strategic and

development tools that contribute to national development.
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The purpose of this preparatory course is to familiarize students with the research design
process associated with doctoral legal studies.

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LD 6000 Foreign Language for Legal Research
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The goal of this course is to examine English in legal literature and legal writing in order
to improve students' comprehensive reading skills. The course covers sentence structure, legal
vocabulary, and different types of legal writing, as well as a technique for capturing the main

idea in legal literature and applying it to a doctoral dissertation
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LD 6001 Advanced Law and Development
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The course will investigate the theory and concept of law and development, the role
of law in social development, the interaction between law and society, economics and politics,
and the analysis of law as a tool for national development. The topic focuses on legal issues
and developments in law and politics (political institutions), public administration, economics,
and society in the context of globalization's social dynamic, particularly law and technology,
legal reform concepts, and the interdisciplinary study of law through the integration of
economics, social science, public administration, and technology into strategic and

development tools that contribute to national development.
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The seminar course's objective is to examine and discuss interesting legal issues and
case studies relevant to the doctoral student's topic, as well as other contemporary issues
relevant to the doctoral student's PhD proposal. Guest speakers and subject-matter experts will
share insightful and critical perspectives, inspiring LLD students to investigate, debate, and
develop the ability to synthesize legal solutions that result in legal development. Additionally,

the course will prepare students to sit for the general examination required for a doctoral

program in law.
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LD 8100 Advanced Legal Research Methodology 1
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The purpose of this course is to familiarize students with the research design process
associated with doctoral legal studies. The students will study the technique of legal research
design, the application of legal methods and methodology, the research process, type of legal

research, review of legal literature, selecting topics, setting up the research question, hypothesis,

collecting data, data analysis and making a legal research proposal.
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LD 8101 Advanced Legal Research Methodology 2
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This course is designed to provide students with the tools and techniques necessary to
conduct research in the fields of law and development. Students will gain experience
conducting comparative legal research and applying their knowledge to a doctoral dissertation
analysis. Additionally, students will study and practice a variety of legal skills, including providing
legal opinions, analytical thinking and critical reading, the ability to criticize, and academic legal
writing, which will include legal reports, abstracts, and articles for publication, as well as oral
presentations in academic forums. Additionally, students will be introduced to quantitative
methods used in legal research, including how to collect data through in-depth interviews and

questionnaires and analyze and discuss the results.
