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LW 4000 English for Legal Studies

The course is aimed to equip students with English legal terminologies appeared in legal
documents such as contracts, agreements, arrangements. It is designed for students who even

do not have legal expertise.
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ND 4000 Foundation for Graduate Studies

This course provides introduction to Thailand’ s Politics and governance, economy,
business, and society, ethics of executives, academic ethics, personality development, physical
health, mental health, Constitution of the Kingdom of Thailand, Thai language for

communication, academic writing, and philosophy of sufficiency economy and development.
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LC 4001 Reading Skills Development in English for Graduate Studies

The course is dedicated to enhance students’ basic understanding of English grammar
necessary for developing reading skills such as analyzing sentence types, finding core parts,
headwords and modifiers. This will enable students to develop their English reading skills and
to be ready for academic and research papers. Emphasis is placed on developing students’
skills in analyzing main ideas, drawing conclusions, and making inferences, using clues to arrive
at the interpretation of the meanings of unknown words, skimming and scanning techniques,

and developing their paragraphs, and critical reading skills.
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LC 4002 Integrated English Language Skills Development

The course provides lectures and activities focusing on integrated skills for English

listening, speaking, reading, and academic writing in introductory level.
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LC 4011 Remedial Reading Skills Development in English for Graduate Studies

This course is aimed to enhance students’ academic reading skills and strategies
following LC 4001 Reading Skills Development in English for Graduate Studies Course. In this
course, Students will receive individualized training aiming to improve their reading skills for

academic purposes.
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LC 4012 Remedial Integrated English Language Skills Development

In addition to LC 4002 Integrated English Language Skills Development or LC 4002
Advance Integrated English Language Skills Development, this course provides English training
for the students who require further development in English communication skills through

individualized training.
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LW 6001 Sociology of Law and Development

In this course, students will learn rationales and sociological concepts of the rules
and social behaviors within the context of societal factors which affect law. Students will also
learn how such concepts contribute to different meanings, theories, structure, and evolution of
law, as well as the law enforcement in society, sanction mechanism, application and
interpretation of law. The course will also equip students with knowlege on social issues in
various dimensions that affect the enactment and development of law, concepts and theories

of sociology of law and other schools of thoughts.
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LW 6002 Legal Research Methodology

This course provides students a platform to study principles, methodology, and
research guidelines to conduct legal thesis or research. It will also guide students how to cite the
information and ways to find legal issues in conducting legal research and to conclude research
hypothesis. The course also guides students on research concepts and theories, as well as provides
a forum for students to present their research papers and prepare them for academic presentations.
This includes practical guidelines on how to raise academic questions, prioritization of thoughts and
presentation techniques, research paper layout, narrative and analytical summary writing, as well
as reference styles. The course focuses on building students’s researching skills and preparing them
for academic presentation on the issues of their interests which could be developed into their

theses or independent studies (IS).
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LW 7101 Philosophy of Law

This course will chanllenge students to study fundamental, theoretical, and legal
agruments and to analyse legal philosophical thinking from various schools of thoughts, namely
but not limited to Natural Law Theories, Positivisim, from ancient Greek era to present time, as
well as to study the subject matter in philosophy of law. Students will also learn how

philosophy of law influences on creation and application of law.

LW 7102 Advanced Constitutional Law and Political Institutions

In this course, the student will learn origins and evolution of concepts of state and
political systems, especially concepts based on Constitutionalism, principles of fundamental
richts and freedoms, democracy, various forms of government, constitutional institutions
according to the present constitution, as well as political background in each legal system. This
will give the students a basic understanding of the concepts and theories related to organization
of political institutions which is linked to the fundamental principles of public law, also allow
them to use such theoretical concepts to analyse Thailand's problems on political institution
and forms of government restructuring to guide the reforms of Thai political institutions taking

into consideration of the problems of the Thai political system.
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LW 7103 Civil Law, Advanced Contracts and Torts Law

This course provides a study on history, theories, and concepts of law on contracts,
law on unfair contract terms, as well as the importance and evolution of contracts in each legal
system. The contents will include elements of contract, conditions of validity, interpretation,
effectiveness, and termination of contract, as well as the history, theories, and concepts of law
on tort law and its principles on burden of proof, defenses, damages, and legal analysis on the

appropriateness of tort law of Thailand comparing with other countries.
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LW 7104 Advanced Criminal Law

This course will give students knowledge on history, philosophies, theories, and
concepts of criminal law, criminal sanctions, legal systems and criminal liability of countries

using common law system compared to civil law system. It will also give students an insight on
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development trends of criminal law in several countries, judgment of the Thai courts in order

to find ways to revise the law to be in connection with the current situation.

LW 7105 Advanced Civil and Commercial Law

This course provides students with basic principles and theories in civil and
commercial law, namely but not limited to legal personalities, legal entities, obligations,
property, family, inheritance, insurance, transportation, and new developments in civil and
commercial law, compared to major principles of foreign laws. Students will also be guided to

analyze doctrines and judgments, as well as legal issues under Thai law and foreign law.
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LW 7106 Theory and Principle of Criminal Procedure Law

In this course, students will learn history, philosophy, theories and concepts of
criminal law, pre-trial procedures, control of inquiry power and discretion of the public
prosecutor in criminal procedure, roles of attorneys- at- law in the criminal justice, court

proceedings, and criminal sanctions in Thai and foreign legal systems.
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LW 7102 Advanced Constitutional Law and Political Institutions

In this course, the student will learn origins and evolution of concepts of state and
political systems, especially concepts based on Constitutionalism, principles of fundamental
richts and freedoms, democracy, various forms of government, constitutional institutions
according to the present constitution, as well as political background in each legal system. This
will give the students a basic understanding of the concepts and theories related to organization
of political institutions which is linked to the fundamental principles of public law, also allow
them to use such theoretical concepts to analyze Thailand's problems on political institution
and forms of government restructuring to guide the reforms of Thai political institutions taking

into consideration of the problems of the Thai political system.
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LW 7201 Theory and Principle of Public Law

This course provides student with definitions and classifications of public law,
evolution of philosophy, concepts, and theories of public law in various periods, especially in
modern times, also theories of statehood, by focusing on the origins of state, legal criteria for
statehood, relationship between state and law, sources of public law, power theories. It
emphasizes the philosophy and nature of state power, principles of separation of powers, rule
of law (or Rechtsstaat), meaning and scope of legislative, executive, and judicial acts, concepts
and theories of public services, control of state power and discretion, as well as state power in
emergency situations, state liability and liability of the administrative branch, juristic methods

in public law, and evolution and issues concerning Thai public law.
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LW 7202 Advanced Administrative Law

The course is designed to provide students background on history and qualities of
administrative branch and public law, functions of state, basic principles of public services,
structuring and administration of state organs, legality of the administrative acts, theories, and
legal principles of administrative acts, administrative orders, and internal measures of the
administrative branch, legal principles of administrative contracts, and principles to control and
check legality of the administrative acts.
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LW 7203 Advanced Public Finance Law

In this course, students will learn public finance theories, application and
interpretation of public finance law, general principles concerning law on public finance and
expenditure, taxation, public debts, fiscal policy of state, application of measures on public
monetary and finance, and taxation to create public policy. Students will also learn concepts
on the control of government through execution of parliamentary power and fiscal and budget
policy, state auditing, and understand issues on public finance and budget of Thailand and

other countries.
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LW 7204 Advanced Administrative Court Procedure

This course provides students with fundamental concepts of control of
administrative action by judicial review, general principles of administrative litigation and system
of administrative courts, jurisdiction of administrative courts, forms of administrative complaint,
administrative court procedure, fact-finding in administrative cases, temporary measures or

interlocutory relief, administrative trial, rendering of judgment, appeal, execution of judgment,

and solving of competence conflict between courts. The course will encourage students to
study and make comparative analysis of legal principles on administrative court procedure law

between Thailand and the other countries.
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LW 7205 Public Economic Law

This course provides students with concepts of public economic law, terminologies,
sources of law, evolution, and general natures of public economic law by providing comparative
analysis between Thai law and foreign laws. It also equips students with fundamental principles
of public economic law, namely liberalism, free trade and investment, property rights,
organization of state economic organs, state’ s economic action, economic competition, forms
and economic intervention by licensing public service providers, establishment of state
enterprises, and business unit in local administrative organizations. It will also give students
background on principles and concepts concerning public projects, e.g. public participation in
government project, procedures on environmental and health impact assessment, assessment
of problems on public participation, analysis of public projects, as well as Thai laws which
permitting private sectors to jointly invest in and deliver public services, compared to other

countries through comparative analysis of theories and case studies.
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(Criminal Law and Criminal Justice Administration)
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LW 7104 Advanced Criminal Law

In this course, students will learn history, philosophy, theories, and concepts of
criminal law, criminal sanctions, system and criminal liability in criminal law of common law
countries compared to countries using civil law system. The course also includes development
trends of criminal law in various countries, judgment of the Thai courts which aim to equip

students with understanding on how to revise law to be in line with societal changes.
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LW 7106 Theory and Principle of Criminal Procedure Law

In this course, students will learn history, philosophy, theories and concepts of
criminal law, pre- trial procedures, control of inquiry power and discretion of the public
prosecutor in criminal procedure, roles of attorneys-at- law in the criminal justice, court

proceedings, and criminal sanctions in Thai and foreign legal systems.
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LW 7301 Advanced Criminology and Penology

This course will provide students with knowledge and skills to analyze and assess
critical issues of criminology, causes of crimes, and to solve such problems. It will also give
backeround on theories and practices, and effective measures for offender correction. The
course will also challenge students to determine important recommendations to reform the
correction system, taking into consideration of evolution and philosophy of criminology and
criminal sanctions, and their objectives, treatment of offenders, procedures and systems for
dealing with criminal offenders at each stage. The course provides comprehensive background
information covering studies on criminology and criminal sanction measures to correct
offenders, by both social sanctions and legal sanctions.
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LW 7302 Law of Economic Crimes

This course provides students with theories, principles, scopes, definitions, and types
of economic crimes, such as financial and banking offenses, offenses related to trade and
commerce. Also it provides background on differences between economic crimes and other
types of crimes, state measures to deal with economic crime, and issues related to international
cooperation, international cooperation in prevention and suppression of economic crime and
laws relating to economic crimes such as the law on falsehood on a matter of public concemn

and law on financial institutions,.
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LW 7303 Computer Crime Law

This course provides students with patterns of crimes using computers as tools to
commit criminal offense such as illegally accessing a computer system for which a specific
access prevention measure that is not intended for their own use; knowing of a measure to
prevent access to a computer system specifically created by a third party illegally discloses
that measure in a manner that is likely to cause damage to the third party; importing into a
publicly accessible computer system of computer data that will appear as an image of other
person and the image has been created, edited, appended, or adapted by electronic means
and by doing so it is likely to impair the reputation of such other person ; and sending computer
data or electronic mail to another person and covering up the source of such aforementioned

data in a manner that disturbs the other person’s normal operation of their computer system.
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LW 7304 Law of Criminal Justice Administration

This course provides students with philosophy and structure of criminal justice
administration, policies determination, legal measures concerning criminal justice, internal and
international coordination and cooperation with agencies concerning criminal justice,
operations, monitoring and evaluation, as well as issues and solutions of public participation in

criminal justice administration.
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LW 7401 International Law and Development: Contemporary Issues

This course provides students for fundamental Knowledge of history, especially
Asia- Africa conference in Bandung, Indonesia in 1955 which is the source of development of
international law towards principles of development within the framework of the United
Nations, the World Trade Organization, and current regional organizations. The course also
provides background on international economic law principles that favor developing countries
with a focus on key case studies in the framework of the World Trade Organization or other
international forums which affect developing countries, especially Southeast Asian countries.
The course encourages students to engage debates on current issues in order to strengthen
their initiative and creative thinking which prepares them for implementing law towards
sustainable development, taking into account the context and legal factors in current
international society.
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LW 7402 ASEAN Community Law

This course presents students with history and background of foundation of the
Association of Southeast Asian Nations (ASEAN), key legal framework and instruments concerning
region cooperation, origins of ASEAN Community and its three pillars: economic cooperation;
political- security cooparation; and socio- cultural cooparation, as well as legal implications
arising from the open border policy and the establishment of an ASEAN Community, also

relationship between ASEAN and other regional communities.
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LW 7403 Natural Resources and International Environmental Law

This course will provide students with concepts, principles of natural resources
and environment protection and management, international law and policies binding on State
Parties, as well as policies concerning international cooperation in natural resources and
environment al management, especially within Southeast Asian countries. In addition, the
course will present the Convention on Biological Diversity, fair and equitable sharing of benefits
arising from their utilization to the Convention on Biological Diversity as well as an analysis the
risk resources which are caused by chemicals, hazardous substances, the marine environment,
climate change, wetland conservation, systematic maintenance in water, forest water, meadow,

metal ore, and reduction of transboundary haze pollution in ASEAN
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LW 7404 International Law on Boundary and the Law of the Sea

This course provides students with principles of international law relating to land
boundary, definitions and principles of the maritime boundary, exclusive economic zone and
high seas under the 1982 UN Convention on the Law of the Sea. It focuses on both theoretical
and case studies, particularly in the case study of Thailand, or interstate boundary conflicts in

Southeast Asia, as well as mechanisms and technical measures for settling boundary disputes.
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LW 7405 International Trade Law

This course guides students through evolution of the law on international trade
since the efforts to establish "International Trade Organization", GATT System agreements,
establishment of the World Trade Organization (WTO), basic principles of International Trade
Law, such as non-discriminatory principles and most-favored- nation treatment, as well as
international trade agreements and measures applicable to particular goods, such as agricultural
products.

mechanism. It also guides students through participation of states, international organizations
and individuals in dispute settlement, roles of international courts and tribunals in maintaining
peace and good governance in international societies such as the International Court of Justice,

the International Tribunal for the Law of the Sea, and International Arbitration.
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(International Bussiness and Trade Law)
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LW 7103 Civil Law, Advanced Contracts and Torts Law

This course provides a study on history, theories, and concepts of law on
contracts, law on unfair contract terms, as well as the importance and evolution of contracts
in each legal system. The contents will include elements of contract, conditions of validity,

The course covers all the major IP rights, including copyright,
designs, trade marks, and patents as well as confidentiality, passing off, database rights and
other intellectual property protection. Also this course enables students to develop a fully
rounded understanding of intellectual property rights, their role in society and the impact of

intellectual property on global economics and development.
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LW 7502 Antitrust and Unfair Competition Law

This course provides students with a legal concept of antitrust and impact on
consumers. The coure also discusses about economic impacts and national stability concerning
antitrust law, market shares and trade unionism of traders, or factory owners, or trade

association, price settlement agreement, or production volume.
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LW 7503 Information Technology Law

This course introduces students to an evolvement of laws towards societies of
information networks and technologies with an emphasis on legal issues arising from the
development of information technology and modern information management. We will discuss
about the electronic data exchange law, e-signature law, information technology infrastructure
development law, and personal information protection law, electronic funds transfer law to
explicitly stipulate rights, as well as the responsibilities between electronic funds transfer
parties, and criminal measures to punish perpetrators of computer systems, information systems

and networks.
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LW 7504 International Bussiness and Investment Law

This course guides students through the roles of business organizations of
modern business operations with a focus on limited companies and joint venture contracts,
theories and legal concepts concerning powers and responsibilities of Directors and Executives,
relationship between management and shareholders, relationship between majority and
minority shareholders, company expansion growth, forming of business in group companies,
legal system applied for international economic relations for international finance and
investment. The course also focuses an analysis of legal systems, policies, guidelines, and legal
mechanisms of international investment law currently in use, both internationally and
regionally. It also analyzes the impact of international investment laws which affect local and

international business on various aspects.
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(Natural Resources and Environmental Law)
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LW 7403 Natural Resources and International Environmental Law

This course will provide students with concepts, principles of natural resources
and environment protection and management, international law and policies binding on State
Parties, as well as policies concerning international cooperation in natural resources and
environment al management, especially within Southeast Asian countries. In addition, the
course will present the Convention on Biological Diversity, fair and equitable sharing of benefits
arising from their utilization to the Convention on Biological Diversity as well as an analysis the
risk resources which are caused by chemicals, hazardous substances, the marine environment,
climate change, wetland conservation, systematic maintenance in water, forest water, meadow,

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LW 7601 Comparative Environmental Law

The course is aimed to guide students through the scopes and evolution of
environmental laws of Thailand compared to other selected sample countries and different
lecal systems, and to understand the roles of legislative, judicial, and administrative bodies, as
well as private and public sectors to protect and conserve environment and natural resources.|t
will focus on pollution problems solutions, environmental monitoring and evaluation, and

dispute settlement out of courts.
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LW 7602 Environmental Law in International Transaction

This course guides students through various environmental issues which are used
as a baseline for setting international trade standards, not including legal measures. It also
covers the issues of productions, imports & exports, and measures and norms in promoting

environmental management for sustainable development both nationally and internationally.
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LW 7603 Legal Problems in Environmental Management and Energy

Conservation

This course provides students with concepts, policies and measures related to
environment management and energy conservation, such as controlling and reducing
environmental impacts and resource consumption, and energy conservation. The course aims
to provide an analysis and share experiences and knowledge learned from the experts who are

the speakers to guide on the development of research topics for their thesis.

LW 7604 Environmental Public Law

This course focuses on the structures, powers, and duties of governmental
agencies related to the environment. It also provides an introduction to principles and
procedures for environmental and health impact assessment processes, as enshrined by the
Constitution and other relevant laws, encouraging people to participate in the conservation,
preservation, and utilization of natural resources and biodiversity, as well as the application
laws compared to public environmental law of other countries. This course also focuses on
administrative decision making processes and procedures in environmental management and

environmental governance.
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LW 7605 Law of Environmental Justice Administration

This course provides students a forum to study and analyze legal effectiveness
in environmental litigation, either in civil, criminal, or administrative courts of Thailand and
compare to the systems in other countries, as well as law enforcement with a focus on the
rights of people to prosecution, collection of evidence and examination of evidence, either in

civil, criminal or administrative cases, and dispute settlement out of courts.
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LW 7901 Advanced Law of Evidence

This course provides students with history, philosophy, theories and concepts of
law of evidence, criterias and system on the acquisition and examining evidence for criminal
and civil cases, the hearing and weighing of evidence, the protection of witness, and the

introduction to forensic sciences for investation and adjudication of cases.
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LW 7902 Consumer Protection Law

This course provides students with history, philosophy, theories and concepts of
consumer protection law, the legal measures for consumer protection, the compensation or
remedy for consumer damages and procedures for consumer cases. The case studies and issues
concerning problems in enforcing the consumer protection law of Thailand compared to other
countries, as well as other problems with regards to consumer protection will be examined and

dissusred.
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LW 7903 Bankruptcy Law and Business Reorganization

This course guides students through an evolution, rationales, and necessity of
principles of bankruptcy and business reorganization in resolving debt repayment problems and
allocating the debt repayment to the creditors in the condition that the debtor is not in a
repayable condition. Also, it introduces students to relevant court procedure, a relationship of
these measures with other relevant laws, rights and duties, also the roles of all stakeholders,
an overview of the economic systems, as well as the roles of states in these processes

compared to international law on bankruptcy.
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LW 7904 Settlement of Disputes and Arbitration

This course provides students with history, philosophy, theories, and concepts
in an alternative dispute resolution, including negotiation, mediation, settlement, and arbitration
by studying Thai laws, compared to international law concerning alternative dispute resolution.
It provides an insight on the problems in the matter, legal principles and legal mechanisms for
international disputes settlement, in comparison with various dispute resolution mechanisms,
both general mechanisms and specialized mechanisms, at international and regional level. It
also guides students through participation of states, international organizations and individuals
in dispute settlement, roles of international courts and tribunals in settling the disputes, and
case studies of the roles of International Court of Justice in maintaining international peace and

justice.
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LW 7905 Electronic Commerce Law

This course provides students with the use of natures and methods of electronic
commerce and e-signature in lieu of various types of conventional business contracts, the legal
implications of civil and commercial laws regarding the use of electronic commerce and the
electronic signature to express the parties’ intents instead of the paper contracts, the issues
and obstacles to development of e-commerce, the e-signature laws, electronic funds transfer

and electronic data interchange at both national and international levels.
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LW 7906 Law on Administrative Structure and Personnel

This course provides students with concepts and theories of administrative
structure, the principle of power consolidation and decentralization, the theory of legal persons
of public law, the structuring of central, regional, and local government, and the structure of
government agencies according to their specific expertise. The course also focuses on an
analysis of challenges to structure of the current administration, concepts and theories of
government personnel and officials management under the law, by emphasizing on an analysis
of current problems and obstacles in the administrative personnel management and the future

trend of administrative structure and personnel in Thailand.
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LW 7907 People Participation and Public Decision Making Process

In this course, the students will learn about the concepts, fundamental principles
of public administration in democratic societies, and causes and changes in the current public
decision-making process, as well as the concepts and principles of public participation in public
decision-making process, the methodology and the legal implications of people participation.
The course also covers the issues regarding the trend of public decision-making process of
Thailand.
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LW 7908 Law on Public Services

This course provides the students with an evolution, the terminologies, key
criteria for the public service provision, the relationship between public services of various types
of organizations, and the method of public services, The course also covers the issues of public
service tools, concepts and laws related to the operation of state enterprises, public
organizations, and public services at the national and local administrative leve, private sector
investment and participation in public services, as well as administrative litigtion concerning

public services.
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LW 7909 Legal Principle on Constitutional Cases

This course guides the students through the development, definitions, principles
of constitutionality, and the protection and safeguard of the supremacy of constitution,
evolution, structure, and powers of institutes empowered to review constitutionality in Thai
legal system. compared to other countries. The course also introduces students to the basic
principles of procedure for constitutional cases and the status and effects of the constitutional

court judgments.
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LW 7910 Organic Law

This course provides the students with fundamental principles and basic
concepts of constitutional law, the constitutional concepts and principles of Thailand, as well
as the concepts and principles enshrined in organic laws for various matters, e.g. the House of
Representatives election, the selection of senators, and the Election Commission of Thailand.
The couse also covers the issues of political parties, the national referendum, the constitutional
court procedure, procedures for trials against holders of political positions, ombudsperson,
corruption prevention and suppression, and State Audit Commission, as well as the

constitutional law of foreign countries.
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LW 7911 Principle of Legality of Administrative Act

This course introduces the concepts and types of administrative action,
administrative orders, rules, and administrative contracts. In addition, the course provides
students with the elements and conditions of the administrative action,the legal effects of
administrative action, the measures, the ending, the termination, and the revocation of
administrative acts by considering general conditions of completeness of administrative action

and discretion. The course also disusses the principles of legality of administrative actions.
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LW 7912 Law on State Responsibility

This course introduces a study on development, fundamental concepts, and

types of state responsibility, and actions taken for damages caused by administrative officers

by comparing with the law and administrative court judgments concerning state responsibility

of foreign countries.
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LW 7913 Law on Administration of State Affairs

This course provides students with study and comparative analysis of basic
philosophies and theories on public administration of Thailand compared to other countries.
Principles and methods of structuring of administrative branch, law of central government
organizing ministries, bureaus, and departments, rules of regional administration organizing
provinces and districts, local government administration regulations, local government
organization, both in general and special forms, acting on behalf or acting (position), laws
concerning government reform, law on state- owned enterprises, public organizations, and
administrative bodies of the courts, as well as of the constitutional organizations by comparison

with laws on administration of state affairs of other countries.
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LW 7914 Law on Administrative Procedure

The course provides students for background and concepts of administrative
procedures law of Thailand and other countries, status and scope of application of the
Administrative Procedures Act of Thailand, basic concepts of decision process of administrative
branch of Thailand, general principles and rules of decision process of administrative officials,
forms and legal effects administrative orders, appeal and revocation of administrative orders,
reconsideration, execution, legal time frame, prescription, and administrative procedure law of

Germany and France.
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LW 7915 Law on Particular Administrative Case

This course provides students with specific cases and specific natures of each
administrative case, essences of specific laws relating to the case, causes of the lawsuit in each
category, and key case studies, cases related to revocation of rules, and orders and prohibition
orders, negligence of duty or performance of duties with delays, violation or other liability,
urban planning and building control, nuisance, environmental case, administrative personnel

management, local government administration, and land ruling.
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LW 7916 Comparative Administrative Law

This course provides students with evolution of administrative law and the basic
principles of administrative law in each legal system of other countries such as the structure of
administrative branch, concepts, legality, and control of administrative action, characteristics

and types of administrative cases, and administrative procedure.
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LW 7917 Comparative Constitutional Law

In this course, the student will learn origins and evolution of constitutional law,

political institution structure, fundamental rights and freedoms, as well as the constitutionality
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of countries serving as the models for each legal system, e.¢. U.K., USA, France, and Germany.
It highlights on the analysis of political and socio-economic background which are the roots of
constitutional law and political structure of such countries, also comparative analysis of Thai
constitution and other countries which develop their constitutional law based on the country
models aforesaid. It provides analysis on the outcomes of such development and guidelines
on how to renew the constitutional law to be in line with evolving socio-economic and political

changes of each country.
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LW 7918 Fundamental Rights and Liberties

In this course, students will learn thoughts, concepts, and theories on rights and
freedoms of Western countries that influence the provisions on rights and freedoms under the
Constitution of the Kingdom of Thailand. It projects types and recognition of constitutional
rights and freedoms, equality, and dignity of persons, the protection of basic rights and freedoms
by judiciary and other organs compared with issues, conflicts of basic rights and freedoms with

other countries.
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LW 7919 Law on Local Administration

This course guides students through the law on decentralization, establishment,
structure, powers of local administrative organizations, and relationship between local
government administration and other relevant organizations, local fiscal administration,
personnel administration of local administrative organizations, regulatory mechanism,
supervisory body of local administrative organizations, and people participation processes in
local government administration, as well as establishment of business units in local
administrative organizations, by comparing the local government administration of Thailand

with other countries.
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LW 7920 Law on Inspection of the Exercise of State Power

This course provides students with concepts, principles and laws related to the
inspection of the exercise of state powers in various ways, organization empowered to inspect
the exercise of state power, the inspection prior to office, during tenure, and termination of

office, inspection by people, also tort liability of government officials.
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LW 7921 Law on Prevention and Combating of Corruption

This course guides students through law on government administration and
prevention of corruption and misconducts through legal and corruption prevention measures.
It provides backgrounds on United Nations Convention Against Corruption, 2003, principle of
conflict of Interests, laws concerning filing and disclosure of property and debts, executive
measures to prevent and combat corruption, studies on law and theories concerning tracking
of properties related to corruption, corruption cases procedure in corrupt and misconducts
branch of criminal courts, duties of the agencies responsible for the prevention and suppression

of corruption in Thailand and other countries.
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LW 7922 Law on Public Procurement and Public Procurement Management

This course provides students with the platform to study laws and procedures
concerning public contracts, from the stage of the project proposal, contractors selection,
medium price, contract amendment, contract management and monitoring, to the dispute
settlement process resulting from public contracts. It guides through development of public
procurement systems, procurement processes in various systems such as Electronic
Government Procurement (e-GP), e-market, Central Market for Electronic Goods and Services
(E-Marketplace), Electronic Bidding (e-bidding), as well as offenses relating to procurement and
package management, Public Procurement and Government Procurement Act, BE 2560, and

relevant laws and regulations.

LW 7923 Law on Administrative Contract, Administrative Contract Management
and Dispute Resolution
This course provides students with concepts and laws regarding administrative
contracts, characters and types of administrative contracts, legal systems, rights and obligations
under administrative contracts, principle of power to privileges of administrative agencies in
administrative contracts, fiscal balance in administrative contracts, public service principles, laws
and regulations relating to administration of administrative contracts, mechanisms for dispute
settlement in administrative contracts, arbitration and judicial review in administrative courts,
as well as disputes over administrative contracts by comparing law and cases of Thailand with

those of foreign countries.

LW 7924 Law on Public Project Arrangement

In this course, students will learn law and legal frameworks related to public
project arrangement and state investment, laws related to public participation in public project
arrangement such as public hearings, Strategic Environmental Assessment (SEA), Environmental
and Health Impact Assessment, as well as key principles in project appraisal, feasibility studies,
and analysis of project execution factors, also laws regulating the control, management, and
oversight of public projects to ensure the legality and effectiveness of public projects compared

to those of foreign countries.
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LW 7925 Law on Public Private Partnerships

This course guides students through laws and principles concerning public-
private partnerships in public affairs, standardization of public-private investments, agreements
on project value calculation, Investment in state affairs, criterion and prohibitions of public-
private projects, contractual terms and conditions determination, selection criterion and surety
for public-private investment, laws on contract preparation and management Including legal
mechanisms for overseeing public- private partnerships and dispute settlement arising from
public-private partnerships. The course also gives background on problems in relation to public-
private partnerships in state-owned enterprises of Thailand compared to laws and case studies

of public-private partnerships in foreign countries.
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LW 7926 Human Rights and Criminal Justice

This course provides students with concepts of human rights protection in the
criminal procedure, particularly under the United Nations standard, norms and guidelines, by
by studying the background and basic factors affecting the establishment of legal measures for
the protection of human rights in the criminal justice system; and human rights in criminal
justice in the context of the relationship between human rights and the exercise of state
authority in the criminal justice system. This course also examines principles and procedures
for the protection of fundamental rights of defendants, detainees, victims and witnesses,

including protection of the rights of children and women in criminal justice.
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LW 7927 Penalty Law

In this course, students will learn theories on penalties and law on criminal
sanctions of Thailand and foreign countries such as UK, Germany, France, and compared with
UN standards, especially the UN Standard Minimum Rules for the Treatment of Prisoners to
which Thailand is party. It also includes operations of correction department and other agencies

related to penalties.

LW 7928 Criminal Policy

This course provides students with policies to determine criminal liabilities
against the backdrop of social context, criminal behaviors, and various factors, compared
between Common Law and Civil Law systems. The course also introduces students to the

reasons for creating criminal liability theories, also current concepts and the future treands.
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LW 7929 Legal Problems in Criminal Law

This course provids background on specific key issues in criminal law in both
substantive law and procedure law, also transnational criminal law and concepts of UN

conventions concerning criminal law.
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LW 7930 Comparative Criminal Law

This course provides a comparative study of criminal law theories, compared
between Civil Law System countries, such as France and Germany, and the Common Law
System countries, e.g. England and the USA on several issues, such as structure of criminal
liabilities, juristic methods, interpretation and applicatoin of law of each legal system, compared

with Thai legal system.
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LW 7931 Comparative Criminal Procedures Law

This course provides a comparative study of the criminal procedure, compared
between Civil Law System countries, such as France and Germany, and the Common Law
System countries, e.g. England and the USA on several issues, such as concepts of criminal
procedure law, pre-trial procedure, control of powers of inquiry officials, discretionary power of
public prosecutors, roles of lawyers in the criminal procedure, trial procedure, and the penalties

of each legal system, compared with Thai legal system.
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LW 7932 International Law Concerning Anti-Transnational Crimes
and Criminal Justice Cooperation in Southeast Asia Region
This course introduces students to the phenomena of several patterns of
transnational crimes occured in Southeast Asia Region, and efforts to initiate cooperation among
countries within the international legal framework, and regional legal framework to tackle such
problems. It also highlights students' creativity in presenting ideas for future collaborative

development, taking into account legal and regional contexts.
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LW 7933 International Law and International Society

This course provides students a forum to study the evolution of international
law from past to present, which derived from international relations to the emergence of the
principles of protection of international interests, impacts of international law on globalized
world, guidelines for development of international law in response to the evolving international
societies and to their new issues arising from the borderless phenomenon, and relationship

between international entities.
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LW 7934 International Human Rights Law

This course provides students a background on the evolution of protection of
human rights, especially the development of international norms arising from the time after
World War Il. The course also includes theories, principles, and specific chanracteristics of
international human rights law, sources of human rights law, both from international
instruments and from international customary law, roles of international organizations and other
international entities concerning human rights protection, and important issues of human rights,
particularly those of Thailand and other countries in ASEAN. The course will equip students
with perspectives and visions enabling them to design law and to use the existing law as a tool

to solve those problems.
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LW 7935 International Law Concerning Trade, Service, and Investment

in Southeast Asia Region

The course guides students through the evolution of economic cooperation and
integration until the emergence of the ASEAN Economic Community. It provides background on
the principles of single market and regional rules applicable to ASEAN trade, ratification to
conventions and gaps of Thai law which are conducive to or are problematic for regional
economic integration, also principles of regional economic disputes and the framework of

economic cooperation between the ASEAN Community and other countries.
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LW 7936 International Tax Law and Tax Planning

In this course, students will learn international tax system, double taxation
treaties, and solution of double taxation problems between countries, tax measures relating to
goods, services, capital, compensation for execution of rights, transfer of profits and so on, tax
evasion problem, as well as tariff planning for international trade and investment.
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LW 7937 International Law of Treaty

This course provides students with souces of international law, concept and
principles of international law covering international treaties, especially the Vienna Convention
on the Law of Treaty, 1969. It also includes relationship between international treaties and

other sources of international law.
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LW 7938 International Relation Theory

This course guides students through history and major events in the international
community, especially since after the World War Il to cold war, which divided the world into
two powers, until the present era of globalization. It highlights on the concepts and theories of
cooperation and conflicts, global issues, and the political concepts and theories used in

international policy.
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LW 7939 European Union Law

In this course, students will learn history and evolution of the European
integration, legal system of the the European Union, roles and functions of various organizations
formed under European Union, evolution of the economic integration and cooperation on
social, culture, and security dimentions within the EU framework. It also provides background

on the relationship between the European Union and other countries in the region.
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LW 7940 International Law on Peace and Security

This course provides students with history and background of the law applicable
to war and international peacekeeping, international peacekeeping mission under the United
Nations framework, roles of regional organizations in maintaining international peace, and
states” commitment to international peacekeeping. It also highlights on the threats to
international peace, such as conflicts with minority, terrorism, transnational crimes and the

international in responses to such problems.
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LW 7941 Global and Regional Human Rights Protection Mechanisms

This course guides students through the evolution and international efforts to
design a system to monitor the application of international law to protect human rights. It also
provides students with the roles of various organizations under the UN system for the protection
of human rights, the evolution of human rights protection system by regional mechanisms,
especially the establishment of the European Court of Human Rights and the Inter- America
Court of Human Rights, the roles of the ASEAN human rights mechanisms and ASEAN
Intergovernmental Commission on Human Rights, and the ASEAN Commission on Promotion
and Protection of the Rights of Women and Children. The course also includes possibilities to

promote human rights, taking into account of different legal systems in ASEAN.
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LW 7942 Law on Social and Cultural Cooperation in ASEAN

This course provides students with history of social and cultural cooperation in
ASEAN, as well as the emergence of the ASEAN Socio- Cultural Community, framework of the
human-centered ASEAN development as reflected in the direction of ASEAN Socio-Cultural
Community Blueprint, through critical reviews of case studies related to social and cultural
issues in ASEAN and with a highlisht on legal issues and impacts, and initiatives for
recommendation under legal framework for social and cultural cooperation, taking into account

various factors in the region.
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LW 7943 International Humanitarian Law

In this course, students will learn the laws of war and armed conflicts, principles
for limiting the consegvencese of war and the use of force on individuals, roles and duties of
international organizations in protecting and assisting indiviguals during wartime, migration of

people affected by war, and protection of children and women who are fallen victims of wars
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LW 7944 International Law Concerning Status of Individuals

This course provides students with the development of international law on
legal personality and the roles of individuals in the international community, in the aspects of
economy, human rights, and international humanitarian principles. It also includes international
protection of the rights of individuals, especially for vulnerable individuals, such as refugees,
stateless persons, or ethnic minorities. It also touches on philosophy of the roles and
responsibility of individuals to the international community.
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LW 7945 International Law Relating to Status of Refugees

and Stateless Persons

This course provides students with the definition of refugees and stateless
persons, principles on refugee protection, both under international instruments and customary
international law. It also includes problems on refugees in Thailand, Thailand’s legal frameworks
covering refugee issues, roles and functions of Thai government agencies and the UNHCR and
other international organizations, as well as international NGOs in providing protection to
refugees in Thailand. The course also touches on law of nationality and the protection of
stateless persons, study on stateless populations in Thailand and in Southeast Asia, guidelines
for reducing the numbers of stateless persons and the protection of stateless persons in the

region, particularly, the positive impact of establishment of ASEAN Community.
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LW 7946 International Criminal Law

This course guides students through jurisdietion of the court and states’
enforcement of criminal law in cases where there is an international factors, extradition, and
international criminal cooperation, cooperation in the prevention and suppression of
transnational organized crimes, suppression of terrorism, types of offenses that constitute
serious crimes that threaten international peace, legal principles that constitute the framework
for the establishment of an international judicial body to convict criminal offenses, e.¢.
international tribunal to convict international crimes in Yugoslavia, Rwanda, and Cambodia. It
also includes roles and responsibilities of the International Criminal Court and the relationship
of the Court with the United Nations.
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LW 7947 Law on Corporation, Enterprise and Good Governance

This course focuses on a variety of legal roles and forms of corporations in the
private sector with the emphasis on the limited company. Also, we will learn various enterprises,
namely, the traditional for- profit enterprise which values profit maximisation and the
conventional non- profit enterprise, i.e. foundation, which aims to help society; as well as the
not-for- profit enterprise, a hybrid form such as social enterprise, which not only has social
objectives but also seeks profit in order to be able to compete with the business sector and to
have sustainable growth. In addition, we will see how these business organisations and

enterprises should be managed under the good governance and social responsibility regime.
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LW 7948 Conflict of Law Rules and International Private Contract

This course provides students with the evolution and theories of legal principles
used to solve the conflicts of private law where there is an international element. It also

highlights on the legal effect of the judement of a foreign court in Thailand, background of
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international private contracts where there is an internation element, and legal relationship

with international law related to international trade and investment.
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LW 7949 Insurance Law and Risk Management

This course guides students through concepts and evolution, theories, principles,
and roles of insurance for national trade and economy promotion to be in line with national
economic and social development guidelines. It also touches upon the problems and obstacles
in insurance law, important roles of risk management process. The course also provides studies
on reviewing of insurance companies’ controls and management, effective risk management

system, and By Line of Business risk assessment.
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LW 7950 Advanced Securities Law

In this course, students will learn rules and laws concerning capital markets, debt
securities, equity securities, securities offering, stock exchange, futures exchange, acquisition of
property, unfair trading practices, insider trading, securities Involving foreign sources, and legal

issues in developing capital markets.
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LW 7951 Legal Problems Concerning Environmental Impact Assessment
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This course will guide students through the history of legal institutions on an
environmental impact assessment, contents and procedures of environmental impact studies,
such as the assessment of positive and negative impacts of a project on health or environmental
integrity, as well as risks that will affect the ecological integrity and the environmental changes,
which could sometimes lead to serious environmental disasters. It also presents students with
some practical results of such measures compared to other environmental protection measures

and foreign cases studies and procedures.
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LW 7952 Legal Problems Natural Resources and Environmental Law

This course provides students with an analysis of interesting issues related to law
on natural resources and environment. Students will be assigned to research topics they are
interested in, produce their reports, and present it to the class, also exchange their views among
their peers and instructors. At the end, the reports that are prepared and presented by students
may be developed further into their Independent Study (IS) dissertations or theses.

In this course, students will learn concepts and principles of laws related to
pollution control and management, types, conditions, problems and impacts of pollution,
measures for the control and management of pollution, such as social, economic and
precationary measures. It also touches upon the concepts of state’s roles in controlling and
managing pollution, which are devided into central, regional and local government
organizations, as well as private organizations’ roles in controlling and managing pollution,
which are composed of people, communities, business corporates, and non-governmental
organizations. It also highlights on problems and obstacles of enforcement of environmental

law to control and manage pollution.
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LW 7955 Law and Economics

This course introduces the students with the use of economic analysis to
illuminate the law and legal institutions in a variety area of law, for example, contract law, tort
law, property law, criminal law, international law and public law, including behavioral law and

economics.
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LW 7956 Directed Studies

This course provides students the opportunity to pursue independent study of
law on specific topics which would be beneficial to their own theses and dissertations. Students
are free to request for further studies on the topics related to their subjects which are directed

by their advisers.
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LW 9000 Independent Study

Students choose research topics of their interests within the scppe of legal

sciences under monitoring and consultation with the instructor.

Students are required to complete their thesis on their topic interest under close
consultation with an advisor. This may include a study on theories as their advisor deems
appropriate. Students must present their thesis topic, report the progress, and pass the thesis

defense.
