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Crime is a common social phenomenon in Thailand. Criminals always leave
traces at the crime scene. Therefore, if we inspect the crime scene or systematically
collect evidence from different physical evidence at the crime scene, we will identify
the traces of crime or identify various events from the evidence. This independent
study aims to study the legal countermeasures related to the collection, prevention
and treatment of evidence at the crime scene, study the legal principles of evidence
collection and preventive treatment at the crime scene, and analyze and compare the
current situation of evidence collection and preventive treatment at the crime scene.

The study legal measures of crime scene prevention in Thailand, the United
States and Australia were studied, and their legislative basis, operation process,
problems or obstacles were compared and analyzed. According to a study in Thailand,
according to the Criminal Procedure Law, there are no regulations regarding the
procedures for inspecting and maintaining crime scenes. The Criminal Law does not
stipulate that the police have the right to punish those who did not participate in the
crime scene. In the United States, there are no similar criminal scene inspection laws
or regulatory guidelines as in Thailand. America has Crime Scene Investigation: A Guide
for Law Enforcement, which can be seen that the operation is better than Thailand.
Since the United States of America is a country with high democracy and considers
civil liberties a priority. Make staff work in the same standard equal to everyone And

Australia, with its Police Forensic Procedures Manual, has minimum operating standards



that crime scene investigators must follow. When examining physical evidence and
with the Law Enforcement (Powers and Responsibilities) Act 2002 No 103), this Act
defines the authority and law enforcement of the police. And it is also about the
protection of the rights of the person being investicated for the offense. Chapter 7
deals with the scene of the crime.

When considering the collection of evidence and the protection and
preservation of crime scenes in Thailand, there is still a lack of legal measures.
Therefore, it is considered appropriate to use foreign legal principles as a reference in
drafting the Act on Evidence Collection and Crime Scene Protection. There should be
a procedure for inspecting and treating the crime scene. There should be
announcements of guidelines and manuals for the protection and preservation of
crime scenes. To clearly define duties that must be followed correctly and legal
measures for those who violate the scene and enter the scene of the crime. along
with penalties to be comprehensive and have relevant agencies inspect the scene of
the incident Should jointly consider corrections and improvements. Allocate a budget
to increase personnel. Equipment, tools, equipment and vehicles Training knowledge
for those involved will enable them to perform their duties efficiently and effectively

with the same standards and keeping up with changes in today's society appropriately.
