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ABSTRACT

Title of Independent Study Legal Measures to the Psychological Relief for

Victims of Rape Cases

This independent study aims to study the problems and psychological
impacts on rape victims, to study legal measures for the rehabilitation of
psychological wounds of rape victims in Thailand and abroad, to study the
problems in using legal measures to heal the mental wounds of victims and to
conclude and make recommendations on measures to heal the mental wounds
of rape victims to be effectively enforced.

The study results found that 1) In the investigation stage, there are rape
victims who are over eighteen years old who are not protected by the right to be
questioned by the provision of multidisciplinary professionals in the investigation
stage, such as the questioning of children according to the Criminal Procedure
Code, Section 133-2. Therefore, it should be determined that rape victims of all
ages are protected without any limitations on the age of the victim. 2) In the trial,
there are rape victims who are over eighteen years old who are not protected by
the right to have their testimonies and images broadcasted, such as when
questioning children, according to the Criminal Procedure Code, Section 172/3,
Paragraph Three, in conjunction with Section 133-2. Therefore, it should be
stipulated that the testimonies and images and sounds of the victims or witnesses
recorded during the investigation be broadcasted in front of the parties. In such

cases, the testimonies and images of the witnesses should be considered part of



the testimonies of the witnesses in the trial, without limiting the age of the victim,
so that rape victims of all ages receive equal protection. 3) Persons who have
been trained in Trauma Informed Care should be involved in providing care
specifically for the trauma of rape victims, from the time the crime occurs and
during the process of the victim entering the justice system, in order to help

victims access the justice system more effectively.
