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This independent study the purpose of this study was to study the criteria for
personal data protection of students with disabilities in public universities. By studying
basic concepts related to the rights of persons with disabilities as appeared in the
Constitution of the Kingdom of Thailand B.E. 2560. Rights of Persons with Disabilities
under Other Laws, Criteria for Personal Data Protection under the Personal Data
Protection Act B.E. 2562. By comparison with EU data protection laws. United Kingdom
Personal Data Protection Laws and studied data protection guidelines for students with
disabilities from 4 groups of public higher education institutions to be used as a
guideline for more efficient protection of personal information of students with
disabilities in public universities.

The study found that 1) Personal data of students with disabilities in public
universities is sensitive information according to Section 26 of the Personal Data
Protection Act B.E. of the university according to the established law that operates for
public interest to achieve its objectives, 2) In the process of collecting, using or
disclosing personal information of students with disabilities in the university that are
not directly related to the mission of the university. The collection, use, or disclosure
of personal data of students with disabilities in universities must be conducted in

accordance with the general principles of the Personal Data Protection Act B.E. spirit
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of the law, 3) Considering international law, a broad legal basis for the protection of
personal data in the case of sensitive or biometric data has been established, 4) When
considering the compliance with the Personal Data Protection Act B.E. 2562 which
many public universities in the country The company has tried to comply with the law.
But in some cases, there are still cases where there may be gaps in violation of the
law, 5) Public universities must have a separate privacy policy for the protection of
personal information of students with disabilities in universities, 6) The storage of
sensitive data according to Section 26 must be the data collected for the benefit of
the sensitive data directly. Sensitive information is not used for the benefit of the
content of sensitive information shall not be subject to the exception under Section
26.

The researcher therefore suggests ways to solve such problems that Grouping
personal information of students with disabilities in universities For the collection of
personal information of students with disabilities in universities In the case of collecting
for public management according to the mission of the university Universities must
clearly define and define the scope of personal data of students with disabilitie It is
the collecting, use, and disclosure of personal information expressly related to public
management obligations without the need for proof. In order to be accurate in
accordance with the collection, use or disclosure of personal information that is
exempt under the Personal Data Protection Act B.E. 2562, Section 24 and Section 26As
for the case of personal information of students with disabilities that are not related
to the mission of public management of the university. must be processed in
accordance with the Personal Data Protection Act B.E. 2562 in the form of personal
data as well as collecting use or disclose personal information in general circumstances
