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ABSTRACT
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The purpose of this independent research is to study the problems of restrictions on
foreign business operations in the production of sugar from sugar cane. Because nowadays
many developing countries are providing opportunities for foreign investors to come and
conduct various businesses within the country more easily and conveniently. In order to
promote investment and to develop the country's economy. To enable developing countries
to grow and be able to compete with other countries. Thailand is considered one of the
world's largest producers of sugar from sugar cane. But the business of producing sugar from
sugarcane in Thailand is still operated mainly by Thai people. The law regarding the
sugarcane production business of foreigners in Thailand has been enforced for a long time.
It has not been updated to keep up with the current world trade competition situation. This
greatly limits the entry into the business of producing sugar from sugar cane by foreigners in
Thailand.

The study found, it was found that foreigners entering the business of producing sugar
from sugarcane in Thailand the author has studied and analyzed the problems and limitations
in the business of producing sugar from sugarcane by foreigners in Thailand as follows.

1) Legal problems according to the Foreign Business Act B.E. 2542
That is, the conditions in the list attached to the said Act. The last two lists,

Section 3(1), specify businesses producing sugar from sugarcane. It is a business that has

an impact on natural resources or the environment. which must be approved by the Minister
and approved by the Cabinet first as stated in Section 8(2), which states that “Foreigners are
prohibited from conducting business related to the safety or security of the country.
Businesses that affect arts, culture, customs, and local handicrafts or businesses that have
an impact on natural resources or the environment as specified in List Two unless permission
has been granted by the Minister with the approval of the Cabinet,” which is a process with
complicated procedures. There's trouble. and takes a long time to process

2) Legal problems according to the Sugarcane and Sugar Act, B.E. 2527

That is, Section 5, paragraph one, Section 9, paragraph one, Section 17 (4)
(18) and paragraph two of the Sugar Cane and Sugar Act, B.E. 2527. Above, it can be seen
that those with the authority to consider and determine conditions regarding Sugar production
from sugarcane includes the Cane and Sugar Board. It has many powers and duties, such
as setting regulations, criteria, methods, and conditions for registering and accepting
registration of sugar cane farmers' institutions. Determination of regulations, criteria, methods
and conditions for registration and registration of sugarcane farmers' institutions. Determining
the selling price of sugar When considering the composition of the said committee, there are
ministers of three ministries who are in the Cabinet, which may cause conflicts of interest
regarding consideration of permission to operate a sugarcane sugar production business in
Thailand. In addition, when having to request permission from the Cane and Sugar Board as
mentioned above. Still need to receive approval from another level of Cabinet. This can be
considered a complicated permit consideration process. and there are many steps with both
taking a long time.

From the aforementioned issues the author would like to suggest that the list attached
to the Act be revised. The second list, Section 3(1), Foreign Business Act, B.E. 2542 and
amending Section 17, paragraph two, according to the Sugar Cane and Sugar Act, B.E.
2527, in order to provide an opportunity for foreign investors or foreigners. Entering the

business of producing sugar from sugar cane in Thailand is more convenient and efficient.
