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ABSTRACT
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This independent study aims research the standards of Thai autopsy.
By studying and comparing with the other developed countries . Analyze and propose
solutions to solve problems that Both legal and practical problems are appropriate
to the current situation and consistent with international standards.

The results of the study found that in this matter, there are still shortcomings
both in law and in practice. So to improve 1) The structure of the autopsy system
should be improved. Guideline 1: proposes amending the Criminal Procedure Code
recarding the powers, duties and responsibilities of officials in the autopsy process to
be more efficient. By assigning a forensic pathologist to play an important role as an
assistant police officers from the initial investigation stage at the crime scene. In order
to check and balance the power and duties between government agencies. or
Guideline 2: Establish specific laws regarding autopsies, separate from the Criminal
Procedure Code. By setting up an agency that performs autopsies directly. Due to the
fact that in many cases of death an autopsy is required. Even though the cause of
death may not have been the result of a criminal offense. To increase efficiency in
operations Reduce delays and workload problems for officials who have
responsibilities according to current laws. 2) The conditions for death that require an
autopsy should be more comprehensive. By adding additional laws in the case of
death where there is reasonable suspicion from the deceased's relatives or related
takeholders. 3) It should be established that relatives of the deceased or persons

interested in the cause of death have the right to participate in the autopsy in person.



or have the right to appoint a doctor to participate in the autopsy examination on
their behalf and have the right to petition the court to have an autopsy performed or
request the court to conduct an inquiry in order to amend or review the autopsy
results. and 4) Should provide scholarships and promote training courses in forensic
medicine and forensic science to doctors in other fields or medical personnel
involved in the autopsy process. To solve the problem of the shortage of forensic
medicine doctors It also increases work efficiency by giving personnel more

knowledge and expertise in performing their duties.
