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This research titled Considerations for Guidelines for Protecting Portrait
Photographs as Biometric Information examines important disputes and court decisions
regarding the commercial use of facial image by leading technology companies in the
United States, and the use of specific legal measures to protect personal facial image
as biometric data. Case studies are Plaintiff-Appellant v. FACEBOOK, INC. (Case 1),
Vance et al. v. Amazon.com INC. (Case 2), Rivera et al. v. Google LLC (Case 3) and
Clearview Al Inc and The Information Commissioner (Case 4). The enforcement of
specific law of Biometric Information Protection Act of Illinois, USA and the UK GDPR
had been enforced against the companies. The objectives of this research are: 1. to
study the concept of personal data protection, in the case of problems using facial
recognition technology (Face Recognition Systems) with photographs of human faces
and protection as biometric data 2. To study important cases abroad related to facial
photographs and draw lessons to apply to Thai law, and 3. Apply guidelines received
from judgments abroad regarding Interpret the definition Application of the law to the
facts of the case and important measures to protect biometric data. Use it as a
guideline to recommend the issuance of additional protection committee
announcements as well as to ensure clarity and adequacy in protecting biometric data

in the form of personal facial images.
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The research results found that data generated by using facial recognition
technology (Face Recognition Systems) on digital images of people's faces is biometric
data that must be protected as personal information. This has led the researchers to
recommend that there must be standards for protecting personal facial photos as
biometric data in Thailand. The researcher therefore considers that there should be
additional guidelines from the Personal Data Protection Board on protecting facial
(digital) photographs of individuals as biometric data. This will protect personal
information according to the context of the problem, alleviate problems occurring in
current and future cases, create clear criteria and conditions for business operators to
follow the legal procedures correctly while not affecting further business operations

or business interests.
