Mediation is an alternative dispute resolution method that diverts cases from
the mainstream justice system, which focuses on bringing criminal offenders to justice
and punishing them according to the law. Mediation has a technique that emphasizes
the participation of all parties, with a mediator acting to help coordinate the
understanding of the parties to the dispute to the utmost satisfaction. The use of the
mediation process in criminal cases, in addition to remediating damage to the victims
affected by criminal acts, also contributes to the awareness of the offenders and
changes their behavior can return to life in society.

In a negligent act, the offender's intent or willful conduct leads to a minor
offense under the law. Mediation, therefore, is an appropriate tool to be used to settle
disputes in non-serious criminal cases, in addition to helping to maintain the
relationship of the parties to the dispute and also helping to heal damages to the
victims. At the same time, it can also help raise awareness among offenders, but the
Thai mediation process has not been able to effectively mediate offenses committed
by negligence. From the study, it was found that 1) It should be added to mediation
before filing a lawsuit, according to the Mediation Act of 2019 To be able to mediate
in all offenses committed by neglicence so that such offenses can settle disputes
without having to file a lawsuit in court. 2) Methods or measures to be used instead

of penalties for offenders in the Mediation Act of 2019 should be clearly defined to

apply the methods or measures specified to be used in conjunction with the mediation
process for It helps the offender to realize their behavior and to prevent them from
repeating the same offense. 3) Guidelines for court proceedings should be established
for disputes that are negotiated and both parties can settle but are in the process of
executing an agreement or paying damages against each other with the deferment of
judgment or preliminary judgment. Once the agreement has been fulfilled or the
damages have been paid to each other, then it will be used as a basis for further
judgment to prevent the perpetrator from relying on the mediation process as a tool
to mitigate punishment or to suspension of punishment by the perpetrator without
the offender not realizing or not intending to sincerely remedy the damage to the

victim.
