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The objective of this study is to study the concepts and theories relating to
nuisance management by studying the nuisance management of Bangkok Metropolitan
Administration. The scope of the study is the comparison of the provisions of Public
Health Act B.E. 2535 (1992) with the provisions of Environmental Protection Act 1990
of United Kingdom and Environmental Public Health Act 1987 and Miscellaneous
Offences (Public Order and Nuisance) Act 1906 of Singapore with the aim to find
suitable and effective methods for nuisance management of Bangkok Metropolitan
Administration.

The results show that there are some issues that should be improved in Public
Health Act B.E. 2535 (1992), which stipulates measures for nuisance management and
grants Bangkok Metropolis Administration, a local government organization, the
authority to manage nuisance as follows: 1) The lack of a statutory provision
characterizing the nuisances that are not under the control of local authorities may
subject the local authorities to prosecution for non-compliance with the law; 2) The
lack of a provision on daily fines prevents the offenders from awareness of their
offences and taking immediate action to correct and eliminate such nuisance; and
3) The lack of a specific provision for collecting nuisance suppression costs caused

Bangkok Metropolitan Administration to incur the nuisance suppression costs caused
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by the offenders and leads to the omission of the prevention or suppression of
nuisance by the offenders themselves.

Therefore, the author is of the opinion that Public Health Act B.E. 2535 (1992)
be revised; an exception should be made for the nuisances that are not under the
authority and control of the local authorities under normal circumstances, which
would benefit and prevent local authorities from being prosecuted for non-compliance
with the law. Additional mandatory measures should be imposed on offenders for
violating orders of local authorities. There should be an amendment to the daily fines
to raise the fear of crimes among the offenders and ensure immediate action according
to the orders of the local authorities. In addition, a clear provision for collecting
nuisance suppression costs should be stipulated by giving local authorities the power
to announce and determine the rules, methods and conditions for collecting nuisance
suppression costs. This will allow Bangkok Metropolis Administration to claim the
nuisance management costs and will raise the awareness that the offenders in public

nuisance claims shall be responsible for the nuisance suppression costs.
