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This independent study aims to examine the meaning, historical development,
concepts, and theories related to measures for preventing recidivism among released
prisoners. It also seeks to compare Thai laws concerning these preventive measures
with foreign legal frameworks and to analyze legal issues associated with such
measures. The ultimate goal is to provide recommendations for improving Thailand’s
legal measures to prevent recidivism among released prisoners effectively and
appropriately.

The study found that criteria should be established for judicial discretion in
issuing post-release detention orders. Judges should consider factors such as the
severity of the crime, the causes of the offense, the offender's criminal history,
psychological condition, personality traits, public safety, the safety of victims, the
likelihood of reoffending, and the effectiveness of rehabilitation. Additionally, the
proportionality of measures that restrict individual rights and freedoms must be
ensured. These considerations should be supported by reports and recommendations
from the committee responsible for determining measures to prevent recidivism. Post-
release detention measures should initially be imposed for one year from the date of

release and can be extended annually as long as the offender remains a threat to

society or until the risk of reoffending diminishes. At that point, strict post-release
surveillance measures may be substituted, upon the prosecutor’s request. However,
the total duration of these measures should not exceed ten years from the release
date. Detention under post-release measures should take place in healthcare facilities
that provide overnight care or correctional department facilities equipped for the
rehabilitation and treatment of offenders, as prescribed by laws governing measures

to prevent recidivism in cases involving sexual or violent offenses.
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
