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At the present day, the deterioration of marine and coastal resource is
increasing both direct and indirect from human activities. The primary causes come
from natural resource exploitation of the nearest residential communities, increasing
human population and accessing to take benefit from productive industrials that focus
on economic growth instead of sustainable natural consumption also Government’s
policies which pay attention on travelling to impel economic flows, these policies are
interested to the tourists both foreigners and local people, including human actions
such as disposing waste or harmful chemicals to environment and leaking petroleum
to the sea. These causes are vital factors to cause damage to marine and coastal
resource. Even though Thailand has established many laws which set the liabilities and
compensation for committing crime against marine and coastal resource for example
Civil and Commercial Code, Enhancement and Conservation of National Environmental
Quality Act B.E. 2535 and Marine and Coastal Resource Management Promotion Act.
B.E. 2558, the problems still unsolved or unreached to the purpose of those laws and
the penalties are emphasized to redeem the compensations to those interested
parties who received the real damaged costs. Not any laws have standard calculation
on expense in suspended actions to reduce and recover the natural resource’s

damages.
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Therefore, the author desired to select comparatively study about civil penalty
sanctions in the United state’s Laws and Australia’s Law. The author found that there
have civil penalty regulations in case anyone who contaminate the marine and coastal
resource, will take responsibilities and pay compensation but Thai’s law doesn’t have
these regulations

Finally, the Author will provide the suggestions to complete the laws, involved
civil penalty sanction, to redeem the environmental damages also to suspend, protect
the resource that shall happen in the future and build awareness to the all
stakeholders those who violate or pollute the natural resource, will be punished either

deliberately or accidentally.
