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This thesis aims to study the use of halal marks both domestically and for
export purposes. It examines issues related to regulation, certification, and violations
of halal marks. The study focuses on the use of halal marks in Thailand, comparing
them with halal marks from other countries. The goal is to propose solutions for
addressing the challenges and developing appropriate laws for halal use in Thailand.

The research reveals that halal marks fall under the Islamic Organization
Administration Act of 1997 (B.E. 2540), which primarily addresses the administration of
Islamic organizations without specifically covering halal practices. Although there are
additional regulations, such as the Central Islamic Committee of Thailand’s Regulation
on Halal Business Operations in 2015, they lack clarity regarding the inspection process,
the qualifications of inspectors, and the time frames for inspections. Additionally,
violations of halal standards are subject to the discretion of the Bangkok Islamic
Committee and are difficult to prove when it comes to psychological harm.

Comparing international laws, countries such as Saudi Arabia, the United Arab
Emirates, and Malaysia have effective halal management systems that involve state
cooperation, relevant agencies, and Islamic scholars. These systems instill confidence
both domestically and internationally. In contrast, non-Muslim-majority countries like
the United States, China, and Australia, while not governed by Islamic law (Shariah),

have robust consumer protection laws that effectively regulate halal certification.
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These countries involve state authorities in the inspection and certification process,
ensuring confidence in halal products.

Therefore, | recommend that Thailand develop comprehensive and clear laws
recarding halal certification. These laws should define the roles and responsibilities of
relevant authorities, establish penalties for violations, and enhance consumer
confidence. Additionally, Thailand should implement a state-backed inspection and
certification mechanism that gains acceptance both domestically and internationally,

aligning with the true spirit of consumer protection.
