ABSTRACT

Title of Independent Study The Appropriate Legal Measures for Searching
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This independent study aims to examine problems and issues arising when police
officers conduct searches of transgender people and to what extent policemen can
search transgender men or policewomen can search transgender women. Thailand has
no tangible provision that protects how transgender people are treated and specifies
their rights to bodily autonomy. The guidelines for police officers must concern human
dignity and the liberty and freedom of the people. This is to prevent any accusation
or blame for the abuse of power and to deter police officers from illegal practices. In
addition, there is a need for gender affirmation legislation in Thailand in order to
develop truly appropriate and efficient legal measures.

This research found that laws of United States and Canada clearly stipulate
these measures so police officers can conduct their searches efficiently, as intended
by the law. There are also tangible gender-affirming processes so the laws and practices
are consistent without Inequality in gender issues in the justice system. Therefore, it is
recommended that 1) there should be additional provisions on conducting searches
of transgender people in the Criminal Procedure Code as the Code gives police officers
the power to conduct searches. These provisions shall serve as law enforcement
procedures for police officers. Specifically, the following text should be added to
Section 85 of the Criminal Procedure Code “in the case of conducting a search of a

transgender person, regardless of whether they already had a gender affirmation
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surgery, the police officer shall ask the transgender person their wish to have an officer
of which gender to conduct the search and ask for their consent before the search.”
In order to protect transgender people during interrogation where a search may be
conducted by police investigators, the following text should be added to Section
132(1) of the Criminal Procedure Code “in the case where a victim is a transgender
person, regardless of whether they already had a gender affirmation surgery, the police
officer shall ask the transgender person their wish to have an officer of which gender
to conduct the search and ask for their consent before the search.” This is to ensure
consistency with the current Constitution where Section 4 paragraph one stipulates
that human dignity, rights, liberties and equality of the people shall be protected,
Section 27 stipulates that unjust discrimination against a person on the grounds of
differences in sex shall not be permitted, and Section 28 stipulates that a person shall
enjoy the right and liberty in his or her life and body and search of the person or any
act affecting the right or liberty in life or body shall not be permitted. 2) The Royal
Thai Police should issue regulations, orders, procedures that specify details of
consideration of cause of action so that they are consistent with the aforementioned
law. This is to reiterate the standardization of practices. In the case that the transgender
person does not consent to the search, the police officer shall assess the situation and
act within the legal standard and scope of their authority. The Royal Thai Police should
also educate and train its police officers to develop true understanding of human
rights. There shall be an attitude-changing process that adheres to correct international
principles in order to deter any offense and to create transparency at the first step in
the police organization. Finally, 3) a gender affirmation legislation should be pushed
forward in order for trans people to have the true right to bodily autonomy, as
intended by the law. Identification cards with titles that indicate one’s gender identity
should be implemented. In the case that a transgender person is criminally accused,
they can fairly exercise their rights regarding the search with the police officer and use
them as their legal claims without being mistreated as under current laws. This will
result in improved legal measures. Since police officers are strict about gender rights,
transgender people will also be appropriately treated by police officers conducting

searches.
