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The purpose of this independent study. To study the concept of protecting
the rights and freedoms of the accused according to international standards and
the Constitution. Concepts of the criminal justice process. Pre-trial criminal proceedings.
Evolution of the screening process for issuing arrest warrants. Standards for proving
evidence. Pre-arrest warrant and post-arrest warrant screening. Both in countries that use
civil law systems and common law systems. Including the impact of the separation
of investigative and prosecution powers on requests for arrest warrants from the court.
and the impacts resulting from the enforcement of the law by the court. Regarding the
screening of arrest warrants. Which affects the rights and freedoms of the accused.

The study findings that the separation of investigative and prosecution powers
as a result, the issuance of summons and requests for arrest warrants by police officers
not being screened by the public prosecutor beforehand and there is insufficient evidence
collection before requesting an arrest warrant. Including the detention of the accused
under the authority of the state. Often done to facilitate the performance of duties
by police officers and the court without considering the reasons for issuing an arrest
warrant in sufficient detail. Therefore, the screening process for issuing arrest warrants
in Thailand currently still have problems and some flaws. It may not be a sufficient
guarantee for the rights and freedoms of the accused.
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This independent study Therefore, it proposes guidelines for improving
the screening process for issuing arrest warrants in Thailand. By proposing that before
inquiry official go to the court to request an arrest warrant, they must first receive approval
from the public prosecutor. In order to give the prosecutor an opportunity to review and
screen the evidence one more time. Including examining the necessity to detain
the individual under state authority. Prevent early arrests and subsequent investigations.
Which serves an appropriate check and balance between the prosecutor and inquiry
official. Improves the efficiency of reviews the issuance of arrest warrants in Thailand. And
suggest that the agencies in the justice system should strictly enforce and strictly comply
with the law. By requiring the relevant officers to report the status of the arrest warrant
after it has been issued. At the same time, the court must carefully consider statistics on
the compliance with arrest warrants when using its discretion to issue arrest warrants in
the future. At the same time, the role of prosecutors should be increased to allow them
to have the opportunity to inspect the status of arrest warrants after they are issued.
To prevent previously issued arrest warrants from remaining in the case registry until
the statute of limitations has expired. And to prevent evidence from being lost or
deteriorated over time, making it impossible to prove the guilt or innocence of

the accused.
