This independent study aims to study the concept of disseminating images of
dead bodies by responders, to study the law on the dissemination of images of dead
bodies among foreign and Thai responders, in order to study legal problems related
to the dissemination of images of dead bodies by responders, and to draw conclusions
and recommendations on the appropriate and effective establishment of an offense
relating to the dissemination of images of dead bodies by Thai responders.

The results of the study found that: 1) The act of dissemination of images of
dead bodies by responders should be defined as an offense under the Computer
Crimes Act B.E. 2550, separately from Article 16 that aims to protect the deceased
from actions that cause them defamation, insult, or hatred, or shame. 2) Such offenses
should be stipulated by separating the penalties according to the perpetrators into
two groups: general public and the media, and responders. 3) Penalties should be
imposed on those who upload indecent images of the deceased to a computer system
accessible to the general public to be liable to imprisonment for a term not exceeding
three months, or a fine not exceeding five thousand baht, or both. If such action is
performed by a person who has the duty or is authorized to perform the duty in
relation to the scene of the accident or to the deceased, regardless of whether that
person is a government official or not, shall be liable to imprisonment for a term not
exceeding nine months, a fine not exceeding fifteen thousand baht, or both, by

stipulating that the above acts are national criminal offenses.
