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In Thailand, a significant number of crimes and offenses are perpetrated against
victims, leaving lasting impacts on their lives, physical well-being, and mental health.
Despite the state's obligation to prevent and deter criminal activity and safeguard
the rights and safety of its citizens, many victims are left without adequate remedies
due to the inability of offenders to provide compensation. This has necessitated
the establishment of state victim compensation measures in criminal cases, as outlined
in The Damages for the Injured Person and Compensations and Expenses for
the Accused in the Criminal Case Act B.E. 2544 (2011) (Amendment Act (No. 2)
B.E. 2559 (2016) However, shortcomings in the current legal framework have created
obstacles for victims seeking compensation, including the discretionary power of
committees to consider the severity of offenses, damages suffered, and alternative
relief channels without clear guidelines or criteria. Furthermore, not all victims are
eligible for state remedies, leading to concerns about disparities in access to justice.

In comparison to Thailand's victim compensation measures, Sweden's system
provides a more comprehensive approach. Sweden's committee responsible for
considering compensation payments operates with clearer guidelines, procedures,
and practices because where compensation is contingent upon the final verdict and
investigation of remedies from offenders, enforcement of judgments, insurance
coverage, and other sources before considering compensation payment for victims in
criminal cases.

To address these challenges and promote equality in victim compensation,
the author proposes a comparative analysis of academic literature, textbooks, research

papers, gsovernment documents, and other relevant materials. This analysis aims
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to identify solutions and recommendations for amending Thailand's current laws and
state victim compensation measures. By adapting elements of Sweden's victim
compensation system, Thailand can enhance the discretionary power of its
committees and subcommittees, establish clear criteria based on verdicts of a lower
court’s and other compensation sources, and expand the scope of offenses eligible

for state compensation to ensure equal protection for all victims of criminal cases.
