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This independent study aims to supervise temporary release persons, both in
terms of theoretical concepts and origins of the problem, including methods for solving
the measures for supervising temporary release persons. It studies and compares the
legal texts of Thailand and other countries that may be used to improve, change, and
amend the measures for supervising temporary release persons in Thailand. It analyzes
the legal problems regarding the supervision of temporary release persons, compiles
the results, and proposes sguidelines for amending the law to supervise temporary
release persons, which is one method for temporarily releasing suspects or defendants
who, according to international principles, are not yet considered to have committed
a crime. This is considered an increase in measures to protect the rights and freedoms
of Thai people to be more effective in line with other civilized countries.

When considering the original measures for temporary release in Thailand, it
emphasized the placement of assets as collateral for temporary release, which caused
inequality in access to the justice process, which could be considered discrimination
against individuals based on differences in status, causing those who are poor to be
unable to receive justice, meaning not being temporarily released, resulting in the
deterioration of the rights to the body and freedom, affecting the family, income and
career, even though such individuals are only accused of committing a crime. The

Constitution of the



Kingdom of Thailand 2017, which is the highest law of the country, stipulates
that they are presumed innocent, but these individuals are restricted in their rights and
freedoms as if they had committed the crime from the beginning, which is considered
an advance punishment. Currently, the Court of Justice has additional measures for
temporary release, whether it is releasing using electronic devices or releasing by
appointing a supervisor for the temporarily released person, which is considered to
confirm the principle of release as the main principle, and detention as the secondary
principle.

Therefore, the researcher would like to suggest guidelines for amending the
law regarding the supervision of those released on bail in order to increase the
efficiency of the court’s discretion in granting temporary release by this method, so
that the accused person will not be unnecessarily restricted in their freedom, solve
the problem of prison overcrowding, and create equality for Thai people in accessing

the justice process.
